Beyond Baseball: The Life of Roberto Clemenf@pens January 24

Sullivan was the first player from Wisconsin to play in the
World Series for the winning team.

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One Mystery Solved !

In 1906, a young teacher from Albion named Arlow Stout set out to make a comprehensive
survey of the Indian mounds and village sites around Lake Koshkonong. To assist him, he enlisted the
help of Halvor Skavlem, an older man who had lived his whole life on the lake at Carcajou Point and
was considered the local expert on American Indian artifacts.

Stout did the mound surveys and the drawings, while Skavlem documented the village sites,
campsites, and trails. In 1908, they published The Archaeology of the Lake KoshkonongRegion a work
that is today considered a unique and invaluable contribution to the early history of this area.

Hugh Highsmith thought hi ghly enough of Stout
entirety in his 1997 book, T7he Mounds of Koshkonong and Rock River: A History of Ancient Indian
Earthworks in Wisconsin. In this book, Highsmith also states several unanswered questions about the
mounds. For exampl e, he points out that no one Yye
into the forms of animals, and birdses°®° That remai:-
many possible explanations for the existence of the effigy mounds. But whatever the reasons, we can see
without question that a great deal of time, labor and design tradition went into mound construction over
many, many years. In no other way did Indians so enduringly change the face of the land they occupied
for many centuries.?®

The Hoard Museum staff is happy to report that at least one mystery surrounding the new
permanent exhibit, Mysteries of the Mounds,has been solved! On Saturday, April 4, 2009, the museum
will host a celebration commemorating the opening of this longawaited new gallery. Watch for details
about this event, as well as for more information about a membeonly preview event yet to be
scheduled.
